8 REVISION OF NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

8.1 Cllr Gorman provided an update and advised that the boundary needed changing in the 

neighbourhood plan. It was agreed that site allocation would be considered once the public 

review had taken place.  

8.2 It was noted that the public review would take place at Barby village hall and Onley village 

hall on 18th March and plans for the event were discussed. It was agreed that Cllr Gee 

would post some wording on the Facebook page to encourage members of the public to 

attend and have the opportunity to give their input on the possibility of future development 

in the parish.  

9 CORONATION  

9.1 To agree any actions regarding the King’s Coronation in May 2023 and applications for 

grant funding: It was RESOLVED that a grant application would be made on behalf of 

both Onley and Barby for an agreed list of items, such as planters and a picnic bench.  

9.2  To consider request to plant a tree on The Ware to commemorate the Coronation: It was 

RESOLVED to approve the planting of a commemorative tree and that the cost would be 

included in the grant application. 

9.3  To consider request to fund flyers advertising Coronation event: It was RESOLVED to 

defer this to obtain more information such as the cost.  

10 ONLEY 

10.1 It was agreed that the Clerk would write to the prison to ask for clarification following 

speculation that there are plans for it to become an open prison.  

10.2 The Clerk reported that the date previously agreed for the training was no longer available 

and it was agreed to confirm the training date which had been offered of 29th April.   

11 CORRESPONDENCE 

11.1  It was agreed to defer correspondence about a possible breach of planning.   

11.2 To note correspondence regarding West Northamptonshire Boundary Review consultation 

and consider response: It was RESOLVED that the Parish Council had no objections to the 

proposals in the boundary review consultation and the deadline of 15th May was noted.  

11.3 To agree request to use play area on 1st July for church fete: It was RESOLVED to agree 

to the church fete using the play area on 1st July.  

11.4 To consider correspondence from resident regarding litter and fly tipping in the Parish: It 

was agreed that any incidences of fly tipping should be reported to WNC using the street dr 

website. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to WNC to raise the issue of fly tipping. It 

was agreed that another litter pick would be organised.  

12 NEWSLETTER  

12.1 It was RESOLVED to obtain another quote for printing.  

13 DRAINS AND FLOODING 

13.1 Cllr O’Reilly reported that the drain outside the shop in Barby was running smoothly. It 

was agreed that the Clerk would write to the Townlands Charity.  

14 TREE SURVEY  

14.1 This item was deferred as the tree survey had not yet been received.   
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15 SPORTS CLUB  

15.1 It was noted that a copy of the 2008 agreement had been circulated and agreed that the 

arrangement would be reviewed. It was agreed to defer this item.  
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15.2 To agree annual payment to cricket club for mowing: It was RESOLVED to agree this 

payment which would be paid in the next financial year.  

16 WELCOME PACK  

16.1 It was RESOLVED to remove the welcome pack from the website.

17.1 It was agreed to include an item on a possible planning breach. Cllr Reynolds gave his 

apologies for the next meeting.
