8 REVISION OF NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

8.1 Cllr Gorman provided an update and gave an overview of the survey results received from 

the open day event. It was agreed to proceed with site allocation and agreed that a summary 

of the open day would be provided in the next newsletter.  

9 ONLEY 

9.1 Cllr Withington reported that the tightness of the new spring on the gate to the play area in 

Onley was resulting in the gate being left open, which had been highlighted by a resident. 

She reported that the contractor had looked at this had made adjustments to the spring but it 

could not be made too tight for health and safety reasons. It was agreed that the resident 

that had proposed an alternative solution for keeping the gate closed would be advised that 

they could do this themselves if they wished.  

9.2 It was noted that defibrillator training would be held on 29th April at 10am at Onley Village 

Hall.  

9.3 It was RESOLVED to agree to agree to the terms proposed by the MOJ for the lease of 

land at Onley and that a copy of the plan of the area would be requested.  

10 CORRESPONDENCE 

10.1  It RESOLVED that the Clerk would ask the WNC planning enforcement department to 

look into the development at Grove Farm on Daventry Road.  

10.2  It RESOLVED that the Clerk would ask the WNC planning enforcement department to 

look into the development at 33 Daventry Road.  

10.3 It RESOLVED that the Clerk would ask the WNC planning enforcement department to 

look into the development on Onley Lane.  

10.4 Cllr Wagg reported that correspondence had been received regarding dogs on the sports 

field. It was agreed that the Clerk would include an item on this in the next newsletter.  

10.5 Cllr Gove reported that he had been helping another council with their research into 

upgrading their streetlights.  

11 NEWSLETTER  

11.1 It was RESOLVED to obtain two more quotes for printing on FSC- certified paper.  

12 BARBY PLAY AREA  

12.1 It was RESOLVED that 5 bulk bags of play bark would be purchased at a cost of £120 per 

bag, inclusive of VAT, payable in advance. It was agreed that work to level the ground in 

areas such as under the swings in the play area would be carried out by a working party.  

13 DRAINS AND FLOODING 

13.1 Cllr O’Reilly reported that dye had been used to look at areas of flooding and that Cllr 

James was working on the grant application. He advised that jetting the Daventry Road 

culvert would likely require the full funding of £3,000 and would be the preferred use of 

the funding,  
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14 TREE SURVEY  

14.1 It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would obtain quotes for the most urgent tree works first 

and would seek confirmation of which trees were owned by the Parish Council.  

15 SPORTS CLUB  

15.1 It was RESOLVED that a working group would be created to look at the agreement with 

the sports club/cricket club and that this would be on the agenda of the May meeting.  

16 ITEMS FOR NEXT AGENDA   

16.1 It was agreed to include an item on the sports club/cricket club and to create a working 

group.
