It was agreed that the Housing Needs Assessment would be circulated 

once it was in its final draft form.

10.1 To agree action regarding streetlight shining into resident’s property e.g fitting of a shield: It was 

RESOLVED to instruct Eon to fit a shield to the street light shining into a resident’s property.  

10.2 To note any other items regarding Onley: It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the Community 

Heartbeat Trust again to arrange another date for defibrillator training.  

11 CORRESPONDENCE 

11.1  To consider request to place poppies on lampposts in Barby: It was RESOLVED to agree that 

poppies could be placed on lampposts subject to them being removed within an acceptable 

timeframe.  

11.2  To consider any other correspondence received before the meeting: None.

12.1 Cllr James advised that he was awaiting a quote.  

13 TRAFFIC CALMING  

13.1 It was RESOLVED that Cllr Reynolds would contact the Highways Officer to discuss this further 

and would ask about average speed cameras in addition to requesting a meeting to discuss other 

general Highways matters. It was also agreed to investigate grant funding.  

14 BIODIVERSITY 

14.1 To consider adopting a Biodiversity policy in accordance with duty under the Natural Environment 

and Rural Communities Act 2006 and Environment Act 2021: It was agreed that the policies in the 

Neighbourhood Development Plan provided suitable provision for the Council’s Biodiversity policy.

15.1 To consider writing to event organisers to request that main roads through Barby are not used again 

in future: It was RESOLVED not to complain to the organisers.  

16 OVERGROWN HEDGE  

16.1 To consider request from resident regarding overgrown hedge: It was agreed that Cllr James would 

look into this matter and establish any ownership with West Northants Council.
