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Barby Flag

You may have seen the Barby flag flying this month.
The design was adapted from suggestions by
members of Barby Local History Group.

The bar across the top and the bee at the bottom are
a play on the village's name. The main device of the
flag, the upwards pointing chevron, is a
representation of Barby Hill. The name of Barby
village comes from the old norse word “Bergbyr”,
meaning “hill dwelling”, so it only seems appropriate
that the hill should be prominently featured on the flag as it is the village’s
namesake. Within the chevron are 5 diamonds used as a subtle reference to Barby
being the birthplace of the Maclaren pushchair company. The Maclaren logo is 5
diamonds in the shape of an M, but in the flag they have instead been rearranged
to fit inside the symbolic hill. The red background is the colour used on
Northamptonshire's flag.
